Board of Education Meeting Minutes

The West Noble Board of Education met on Monday, January 9, 2017, with all members present.  Board 
President Todd Moore called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked that all visitors register.     
 
Visitors were given the opportunity to address board members. 
 
Board members elect, Kathy Hagen, Joshua Vargas, and Travis Stohlman were sworn in to office by Jack 
Birch, school attorney. 
 
The election of officers for calendar year 2017 was conducted.  Donna Schwartz nominated Todd Moore 
for President and Dave Peterson seconded the nomination. Travis Stohlman made a motion to close and 
approve the nomination and Joe Hutsell seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.  Donna Schwartz nominated Joe 
Hutsell for Vice President and Kathy Hagen seconded the nomination.  Dave Peterson made a motion to 
close and approve the nomination and Travis Stohlman seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.  Joe Hutsell 
nominated Dave Peterson as Secretary and Travis Stohlman seconded the nomination.  Joe Hutsell made 
a motion to close and approve the nomination and Travis Stohlman seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Several appointments were presented (see attached list).  Travis Stohlman made a motion to approve the 
recommended list as presented and Joe Hutsell seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Conflict of Interest forms were submitted for Dennis VanDuyne, Mark Yoder, Brian Shepherd, David 
Peterson, Joe Hutsell, Joshua Vargas and Kathy Hagen.  Travis Stohlman made a motion to accept the 
forms and Dave Peterson seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Superintendent VanDuyne submitted the proposed board meeting calendar covering the dates of January 
9, 2017, to January 8, 2018.    Joe Hutsell made a motion to approve the board meeting calendar and 
Kathy Hagen seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Minutes of the December 12, 2016, board meeting were presented for approval. Joe Hutsell made a motion 
to approve the minutes as presented and Dave Peterson seconded.  Motion carried 5-2-0.  
 
A claims list was reviewed by board members.  Travis Stohlman made a motion to approve payment of 
claims #32054 to 32158 in the amount of $1,374,485.08.  Joe Hutsell seconded and motion carried 7-0.  
Board members reviewed the revenue for December 2016, 4

th
 quarter 2016 appropriation report; the 4

th
 

quarter cash flow worksheet for the General Fund; and the 2016 final property tax settlement (all reports 
attached). 
 
An employment listing was submitted for board approval (see attached).  Donna Schwartz made a motion 
to approve the recommendations on the employment listing.  Dave Peterson seconded and motion carried 
7-0. 
 
Board members reviewed the Wellness policy.  The updated policy will be posted on West Noble‘s website. 
 
Superintendent VanDuyne updated board members on proposed legislation. 
 
Superintendent VanDuyne shared with board members that Transportation Director Jim Best is looking at 
purchasing 2 propane school buses in 2017.  West Noble did receive a grant to go towards the purchase of 
the propane buses.  Board members requested to review additional information about propane buses. 
 
West Noble High School Principal Greg Baker made a presentation on adding a third session at the 
Turning Point Education Center for 9 expelled students.  Attached are the program guidelines.  Board 
members were supportive.

Kathy Hagen 
made motion to approve the Cell Phone Stipend list as presented and Joe Hutsell seconded.  Motion 
carried 7-0. 
 
Superintendent VanDuyne submitted an updated list of vendors (attached) to be approved to receive 
payment prior to a board meeting.  Dave Peterson made a motion to approve the vendor list and Donna 
Schwartz seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. 
 
Superintendent VanDuyne submitted a proposal for a highly effective teacher to receive $485.00 stipend 
and an effective teacher to receive a stipend of $335.00 from the Teacher Performance Award grant.  Any 
payroll benefits will be paid from the grant.  Dave Peterson made a motion to approve the performance 
award stipends and Kathy Hagen seconded.  Motion carried 6-1. 
 
Donna Schwartz made a motion to adjourn and Dave Peterson seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.     
 
An executive session was held under IC-5-14-1.5-6.1b-5a (personnel), IC-5-14-1.5-6.1b-2a (negotiations) 
and IC-5-14-1.5-6.1b-2b (legal).
